The community is still mourning days after 17-year-old Kyler Beaty was killed 
in a car accident, and police have not discovered any new details on the cause of 
the crash. 
 
A Piedra Vista High School senior, Kyler left football practice at about 9 a.m. 
Thursday and was traveling west on Navajo Route 36 when he struck a dump 
truck loaded with scrap asphalt. He was unresponsive when police arrived on the 
scene and pronounced dead at San Juan Regional Medical Center. 

Kyler's mother, Heather Beaty, was at her home Friday, surrounded by friends 
and family and listening to people tell stories about Kyler. The teen is survived 
by his mother and father and 10-year-old sister, Klacie.  

Heather said she wanted to thank all the people who organized and attended a 
memorial service Thursday night that drew more than 1,000 people��

“It was overwhelming, I could not imagine that many kids would show up," she 
said. "I was very proud of the man (Kyler) turned out to be. I was a very proud 
mom." 
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Kyler will be missed and remembered during next year's football season, track 
season, and in the spring when his classmates graduate, Pringle shared.  
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Kyler was a state medal-winner in the javelin throw and he played defensive 
end on the football team. He planned to play football in college after he 
graduated.  

He played other sports as well and hunted anything from geese to elk with his 
father, Brent, Heather Beaty said. But Heather said her son will be remembered 
for more than just his athletic prowess. 

"I'd like for people to remember that he had such a kind heart and a gentle 
spirit," she said. "He was a big strong kid but didn't have a mean bone in his 
body."

June 30th 2010, there has been zero (0) juveniles 
picked up for any Meth related issues. Other 
Rotary Clubs across New Mexico, Arizona, 

Texas and Oklahoma are now starting a "Don't 
Meth with Us" program in their communities. 
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
